Manufactuers strive to design and buil
almostreadyto-fly (ARF) kits that any RC
pilot can proudly show off and enjoy for mar
years, and more often than not, they

enormously  successful. The qualit
appearance, and flightapabilities of the
airplanes available today are truly outstandil
and| am among those who want to ensure t
my new models will still be around for me 1
enjoy 10 years down the road. Fortunately
little extra time duing the finalassembly will
help extend the life of that new airplane. T
out some of these tips on yaoext ARF.

1. Seal down loose coveringThis shouldbe

the first step in the assembly of an ARF tt
uses heashrink covering. Use an iron or he
gun to remove wrinkles that may haemmerged
during shipping, and then turn theat up and
go over all te surfaces where theovering
overlaps or ends on bare wood.

Hypothermia is a condition brought on whe
the body temperature dropsléss than 95°F. |
can kill. For those who survive, there are likg
to be lasting kidney, liver and pancre
problems. Warning signs include
uncontrollable  shivering, memory los|
disorientation, incoherence, slurred spee
drowsiness, and apparent exsiéan. Take the
person's temperature. If below 95°F, s¢
medical care immediately. If medical care
not available, warm the person slowly, starti
with the body core. Warming the arms and ¢
first drives cold blood toward the heart and (
lead to hart failure.

Hints & Tips

When your receiver antenna exits the woo
airframe, it often is taa sharp bend. A quic
and easy fix that will allow your antenna wi
to be strong for years to come is do
following: Simply cut off about 2 inches of fue
line and run the antenna through the line
hot glue the silicone tube in place at the bd
inside the fuselage.

Save your servo wires from chaffing ¢
bulkheads and when passing thru fibergl|
holes by making little grommets out of scr
fuel tubing. Slit them length wise and slide o
servo wires.
